The Roman Republic's earliest large-scale issue of gold coins was part of the massive overhaul of Rome's coinage system circa 211 BC, at the height of the Second Punic War against Carthage. A whole new system of coinage replaced the old one based on the silver didrachm, or quadrigatus, and clumsy cast Aes Grave. At the top end of the value scale, three gold coin denominations were now issued, all marked with their value in copper asses. All gold coins bore the same design: A helmeted head of Mars on the obverse, and an eagle standing on a thunderbolt on the reverse (the eagle represented Jupiter and was one of the identifying standards carried into battle by the legions). These included a gold 60-as piece, weighing about 3.4 grams, marked with a ↓X (VI times X); a 40-as piece (XXXX), and a 20-as piece (XX). A comparison of the weights of values of the precious metal denominations indicates the relative ratio of silver to gold at this time was about 12 to one. The gold for this considerable issue likely came from Rome's capture and sack of Syracuse in 212 BC. Unlike the accompanying silver denarius and bronze denominations that were introduced during this reform, the gold issues were discontinued after a few years, and Rome would not resume any coinage in gold for another century and a half.

At the famous "donations of Alexandria" in 36 BC, among the many "gifts" illegally bestowed by Antony on Cleopatra was sovereignty over the lands of Coele Syria, now the Beqaa Valley in Lebanon, with its profitable trade in cedar wood and exotic spices. This bronze coin of a city under Cleopatra's control, Chalkis in Coel-Syria, is dated to the sixth year of her sovereignty in the region (32/1 BC). While it hugely increased her wealth and prestige, it also put Cleopatra in emnity with Herod the Great of Judaea, who coveted the same luxury markets. Originally a supporter of Antony, Herod eventually "jumped ship" to join Octavian when civil war broke out in 32 BC. (P)

This coin is from the first issue of Sulla, struck in his army camp while marching toward the allies of his nemesis, Marius, in Rome. He is the first of the great imperators of Rome to issue his own personal coinage without the authority of the Senate, the majority of whose members were allied to the Republican-minded Marius.

The iconography of this issue is telling of the self-promotion of Sulla, as the types and legends only refer to himself rather than some ancestor as was typical of the Republican coinage up to that time. Venus appears as she is the patron of Sulla, whom he regards as responsible for his successes for which he received his two acclamations of imperator by his troops. These two acclamations are commemorated by the reverse; the legend and the two trophies are overt references. The jug and lituus, though, are more subtle, but also probably symbolic of his claim to emporium rather than a reference to his holding a position in one of the priestly colleges in Rome. This issue, which transformed Roman coinage into a form of overt propaganda for the issuer (rather than his family), set a precedent which was followed by all the later imperators and directly led to the development of the imperial coinage. Like a profusion of other honors and titles, the right to place his image on coins had been bestowed on Caesar by the Roman Senate. Midway into his long reign, Augustus began to think about the issue of succession to the office of Emperor he had created. His hopes soon settled on the young Gaius and Lucius Caesars, his grandsons via his daughter Julia's marriage to his close friend and partner Marcus Agrippa. Gaius was born in 20 BC and Lucius three years later. Augustus formally adopted them both and gave them an accelerated progress up the ladder of public offices. Alas, both youths suffered untimely ends. Lucius fell ill during a state visit to Gaul and died at Massalia in AD 2; two years later, Gaius was wounded in battle with the Parthians on the eastern frontier and died in Lycia. Augustus was thus forced to "settle" for his stepson, Tiberius, his eventual successor.

Augustus, originally named Gaius Octavius and later known as Gaius Julius Caesar Octavianus, was the first emperor of Rome and one of the most significant figures in Roman history. Born in 63 BC, Augustus came to prominence following the assassination of his great-
uncle and adoptive father, Julius Caesar, in 44 BC. His rise to power marked the end of the Roman Republic and the beginning of the Roman Empire, a transformation that would shape the course of Western history. After Julius Caesar’s murder, Augustus formed the Second Triumvirate with Mark Antony and Lepidus to defeat Caesar’s assassins, Brutus and Cassius, at the Battle of Philippi in 42 BC. This alliance, however, was short-lived, as tensions soon arose between Augustus and Mark Antony. The conflict culminated in the decisive Battle of Actium in 31 BC, where Augustus defeated Antony and Cleopatra, effectively consolidating his control over Rome. In 27 BC, the Roman Senate awarded him the title "Augustus," meaning "revered one," signifying his new role as the supreme ruler. Though Augustus maintained the outward appearance of a republican government, he held absolute power, marking the true beginning of the Roman Empire. His reign ushered in the Pax Romana, a long period of peace and stability throughout the Roman world that lasted for over two centuries. Augustus’ rule was characterized by significant reforms in nearly all aspects of Roman life. He reorganized the Roman military, establishing a professional standing army, and reformed the financial and administrative systems. His reign also saw a flourishing of culture, with major literary figures such as Virgil, Horace, and Ovid producing some of their greatest works. He also improved Rome’s infrastructure by building roads, aqueducts, and public buildings. Despite his long and successful reign, Augustus faced personal struggles regarding his succession. His only biological child, Julia, did not provide a direct male heir. Over time, he adopted several successors, including his stepsons, Tiberius and Drusus, from his marriage to Livia Drusilla. Ultimately, Tiberius succeeded him after Augustus died in AD 14. Augustus’ legacy is immense, as he transformed Rome from a chaotic republic into a stable, long-lasting empire. His political, military, and social reforms had a lasting impact, and he was deified by the Roman Senate after his death, securing his place not only as a historical figure but also as a god in Roman religious tradition.

The temple of Janus, the Roman god of beginnings and endings, was one of Rome’s most ancient centres of worship. It was said that Romulus had built it after he made peace with the Sabines, and that it was king Numa who decreed that its doors should be opened during times of war and shut during times of peace. In all of Roman history up until the reign of Nero the temple doors had been shut perhaps five or six times ­ once under king Numa (who originated the tradition), once at the end of the Second Punic War, three times under Augustus, and, according to Ovid, once under Tiberius.

In 65 AD, when peace had been generally established in the Empire, Nero understandably requested the closing of the temple’s doors. He marked the event with great celebrations and commemorated it by issuing a large and impressive series of coins. The inscription on this issue announces “the doors of Janus have been close after peace has been procured for the Roman People on the land and on the sea." Despite Nero’s contentment with affairs on the empire’s borders, the year 65 AD was rife with domestic tragedy: much of Rome was still in ashes from the great fire of the previous year, Nero narrowly escaped death in the Pisonian conspiracy, and not long afterward he kicked to death his pregnant wife Poppaea. The short reign of Titus witnessed three major calamities. First, on 24 August 79 AD, only one month after his accession, was the eruption of Mount Vesuvius which overwhelmed the towns and villas of Pompeii, Herculaneum, Stabiae, and Oplontis. The following year, while still in Campania supervising the relief work , a devastating fire and epidemic of plague broke out in Rome. The above coin was minted in 80 AD, and, according to Mattingly, in BMC II, pp. lxxii-lxxiii, was part of a series commemorating the supplicatio and lectisternium voted by the Senate after the eruption. As part of the atonement ceremony to seek peace with heaven, sacred couches, pulvinaria, were arranged, each bearing attributes or emblems of the gods. In this particular case the dolphin and anchor represent Neptune.

In contrast, B. Damsky, in "The throne and curule chair types of Titus and Domitian," in SNR 74 (1995), pp. 59-70, after reviewing all the interpretations suggested by various scholars, theorized that this coin, and others minted at the same time, refers not to the ceremony following the eruption, but rather to the occasion for rejoicing and spectacles held in June 80 to inaugurate the completion and opening of the Amphitheatrum Flavium, later called the Colosseum after the colossus of Nero that stood close by. In 130, Hadrian arrived in Egypt along with his entourage, which included the young Antinous, Hadrian's lover, whom he had met seven years earlier in Claudiopolis in Bithynia. During a lion hunt in a Libyan desert, the emperor narrowly saved the young man's life, but a sad fate befell him shortly thereafter during a cruise on the Nile.

The details of the events are sketchy: all we know is that Antinous somehow fell overboard and was pulled underwater by the stream, drowning.

The official version was already questioned in Antiquity, however. Theories range from murder perpetrated by one of his rivals or a gruesome human sacrifice meant to reinvigorate Hadrian's failing health. Whatever the truth behind Antinous' death, Hadrian was devastated, and he honored his fallen lover by founding an eponymous city, Antinoopolis, at the spot where he died and the young man was worshiped as a hero thereafter. The mint of Rome could quickly produce new issues, as was the case with Didius Julianus, who, on 28 March AD 193 outbid Flavius Sulpicianus, the father-in-law of Pertinax, for the empire at the praetorian camp auction by promising to pay each man 25,000 sestertii. The Praetorian Guard by this time was composed of sixteen cohorts of 1000 men each, which meant that Didius had to come up with a total of 40 million sestertii, 10 million denarii, or 400,000 aurei if he wanted to remain emperor. The enormous sum did not buy him the loyalty of the Guard, however, as they abandoned Didius when Septimius Severus marched on Rome. Didius was killed after ruling for only 66 days.

Gordian III was the grandson and nephew of the respective emperors Gordian I and Gordian II. After their deaths, the Roman Senate elevated the elderly senators Balbinus and Pupienus as co-rulers, but their rule was not popular. To appease the discontent caused by this senatorial appointment, the Senate raised the young Gordian to the rank of Caesar and had coins with his likeness struck. A short time later the co-emperors Balbinus and Pupienus were murdered by the Praetorian Guard, and Gordian became sole ruler. Because of his tender age, management of the affairs of state were left in the hands of Rome's aristocratic families.

Basiliscus was the brother of the East Roman Empress Verina, wife of Leo I. In 468, Leo put him in command of an immense task force sent to recover North Africa from the Vandals. The entire costly enterprise came to grief when the Vandals set fire to the fleet while at anchorage, a disaster partly caused by the failure of Basiliscus to take basic precautions. Probably due to Verina's influence, Basiliscus escaped consequences for the debacle. Upon the death of Leo in AD 474, Verina tried to arrange affairs so she could rule the Empire through her son-in-law Zeno and her infant grandson Leo II. When the boy died and Zeno began to take charge of affairs on his own, Verina hatched another scheme to put her lover, Patricius, on the throne with the help of Basiliscus, who controlled the city garrison. Zeno was induced to flee Constantinople, and Basiliscus seized the throne for himself and enraged his powerful sister by executing Patricius. But Basiliscus proved to be as hapless as emperor as he was as general. After 20 chaotic months, Zeno reentered the capital in August, 476 and deposed Basiliscus in a bloodless coup. Basiliscus and his family were exiled to Cappadocia and starved to death, fulfilling Zeno's promise not to "shed their blood." The anarchy which gripped the Eastern Empire throughout AD 475-476 prevented it from intervening in Western affairs.  (P)
