Berk 20; Kurth S1; Traite I 407-8; SNG Ashmolean 760. VF. This silver stater belongs to the very first true bimetallic monetary system in history. As the final ruler of the Lydian kingdom before its conquest by Persia, Kroisos replaced the uncertain electrum coinage of his predecessors with carefully regulated gold and silver denominations, setting new standards of weight, purity, and trust in trade. The silver staters, issued from the royal mint and backed by Lydia's immense wealth from regional trade routes and the gold-rich waters of the Pactolus, circulated widely across the Greek world, Asia Minor, and the Near East, where they were recognised as a prestigious and reliable medium of exchange. In doing so, they functioned not only as instruments of commerce but also as deliberate expressions of royal authority and economic sophistication at the height of Lydian power. Although Kroisos fell to Cyrus the Great, the monetary model he created was adopted and refined by the Achaemenids and later Greek and Hellenistic states, giving these staters a foundational place in the story of coinage and early monetary economies. The formation of the triumvirate between Antony, Octavian and Lepidus, however, forced a change of plan. Cassius abandoned the Egyptian venture and marched west to join Brutus at Smyrna, where the two regicides coordinated their campaign by striking at the triumvirs' allies in Asia. The following year they advanced into Thrace and took up a defensive position near Philippi to await the armies of Antony and Octavian. In the ensuing battle, Brutus won a striking success against Octavian, capturing his camp, but Cassius' forces were routed by Antony. Not knowing of Brutus' victory, Cassius believed the entire cause was lost and ordered his freedman Pindarus to kill him, bringing his career to a tragic close. He is not just a name on a coin, as he also lives on in literature as the man to whom Horace addressed one of his odes, giving this issue a direct link to both the battlefield and the world of Augustan poetry. The other protagonist behind this type, Marcus Junius Brutus, followed a career that in many respects paralleled that of his fellow conspirator Cassius. A pardoned Pompeian, he enjoyed special favour from Caesar, who appointed him governor of Cisalpine Gaul in 46 BC and urban praetor two years later. Despite these honours, Brutus became one of the ringleaders in Caesar's assassination and, after the deed, fled Rome. Rejecting the province legally assigned to him, he instead seized control of Greece, where he assembled troops and raised money until the Senate retroactively legalised his actions in February 43 BC by granting him the command of Illyria, Macedonia and Achaea. Although allied with Cassius, he campaigned separately in order to maximise revenues for the Republican cause until the two finally combined forces in the summer of 42 BC for the fatal confrontation with Antony and Octavian at Philippi, where defeat drove Brutus to take his own life. This denarius, which employs his adoptive name Q. Caepio Brutus and styles him proconsul, thus encapsulates the complex alliance between Brutus and Sestius and serves as a direct contemporary witness to the desperate last phase of the Republican resistance. After Antony's death, Augustus allowed her to benefit from her father's estate, and she emerged as a wealthy and influential figure at the heart of the Julio-Claudian dynasty. She married the distinguished general Nero Claudius Drusus, to whom she bore several children, three of whom survived to adulthood: Germanicus, the immensely popular prince of the imperial house; the future emperor Claudius; and a daughter, Livilla. Drusus' death in A.D. 9 while campaigning in Germania marked the beginning of a long sequence of tragedies that overshadowed Antonia's later life. Her eldest son Germanicus died in A.D. 19 under suspicious circumstances during his command in the East, where he had just reorganised Commagene and Cappadocia into Roman provinces. His bitter quarrel with the governor of Syria, Gnaeus Calpurnius Piso, and the rise of Tiberius' powerful prefect Sejanus gave rise to persistent rumours that Germanicus had been poisoned at the instigation of Piso or Sejanus. Her younger son Claudius, born with significant physical disabilities, was largely excluded from public life and treated as a figure of ridicule within his own family. Paradoxically, this humiliation may have ensured his survival, since he was not regarded as a political threat and escaped the purges that consumed other members of the dynasty, later proving himself an able and conscientious emperor. Antonia's misfortunes extended to her daughter Livilla, who was accused of poisoning her husband Drusus the Younger, son of Tiberius. Cassius Dio reports that Tiberius handed Livilla over to her mother, whereupon Antonia confined her and starved her to death. After Tiberius' death, Antonia's grandson Caligula became emperor. Caligula is said to have ordered the execution of his young cousin Gemellus in order to remove a rival claimant, an act that particularly outraged Antonia, who was grandmother to both. Unable to endure further tyranny and family bloodshed, she either took her own life or, as Suetonius suggests, was herself poisoned on Caligula's orders. Despite a childhood in which he was marginalised and reportedly neglected by his mother, Claudius clearly revered Antonia's memory. After his accession, he conferred upon her the posthumous title Augusta, decreed that her birthday should be observed as a public holiday with annual games and sacrifices, and ordered her image to be carried in procession in a chariot. This dignified commemorative issue is therefore not only a portrait of a prominent Julio-Claudian matron, but a poignant numismatic tribute from an emperor-son to a mother who had stood at the very centre of Rome's imperial tragedies and politics. Historical evidence for the Egyptian revolt of the mid 290s is scarce and often contradictory. Most literary sources name Aurelius Achilleus as the leader of the uprising, yet the surviving papyri and, above all, the coinage point instead to an otherwise obscure L. Domitius Domitianus as the principal usurper. The revolt appears to have begun in Thebes, then spread rapidly through Egypt, with the rebels seizing control of Lower Egypt and Alexandria. From Alexandria, Domitius Domitianus issued a rare series of imperial aurei, folles and a small number of provincial issues in his own name, asserting full imperial authority in open defiance of the Tetrarchy. The precise chronology remains debated. Many scholars place the rising around A.D. 297, with Diocletian personally leading the campaign to recover Egypt and finally suppressing the revolt in early 298, although some prefer a slightly earlier start around 295. It is possible that Domitius Domitianus died late in 297 and was briefly succeeded by Aurelius Achilleus, whose name is preserved in the literary tradition as the usurper slain by Diocletian after the fall of Alexandria. Whatever the exact sequence, the episode was short but serious, and the coinage of Domitius Domitianus stands as a rare and tangible record of this dramatic challenge to imperial authority in Egypt. Another interpretation sees this as an unusual figural bronze struck in Jerusalem by the new Islamic rulers, with a clearly Jewish motif. The type was early identified as a menorah, although Barag noted that only one rare variety shows a true menorah with seven arms and a flat base. The object on this piece may instead resemble the Omer offering cup depicted on the silver coins of the First Jewish War, with a rounded bowl, ribbed rather than plain, a knobbed stem, and a footed base. It is possible that two different objects are represented, both connected with Jewish Temple ritual. The extensive description with acknowledgement  to Baldwin’s of St James was as follows This delightful coin ranks as one of the most important gold pieces struck in Australia. Mintage figures given for the entire 'issue' date are 110,024 pieces, including 24 proofs. Those statistics may be misleading, as explained below. The SCBC (Spink) book provides no details other than saying it is extremely rare, in any condition. Value estimates in the Australian references for the great rarities must be, by necessity, approximations based on past sales. The most important rarities, such as the half sovereign in this lot, appear for sale with decreasing frequency and are more keenly sought than ever by the top collectors. All others look and wish, but at least all collectors now have the opportunity to see these coins in colour and in detail on the Internet.
The 1893 half sovereign, minted from native ore at Melbourne, seems to have been the subject of vast meltings in past times, no doubt including the massive melt of 1931-32 by the Royal Mint, which at that time turned more than £90 million worth of gold coins, from all British mints, into gold bars as a more convenient form of storage for the Bank of England. No one paid attention in the least to the dates and mintmarks on those destroyed coins. The other source of destruction was the common practice of jewellers around the world of melting coins such as this, made of nearly pure gold, in order to make rings and other sorts of ornaments. The consequence was the inadvertent creation of a number of numismatic rarities.
More broadly speaking, a major depression occurred in the Australian colony in the 1890s, 1893 being the worst year. Many banks were forced to close, some permanently. A consequence of those bad times was that no half sovereigns were minted at Melbourne from 1888-1895, with the exception of 1893. Because of this lapse, it is believed that the 1893 mintage of 110,000 half sovereigns in that year were mostly, or perhaps all, coins of the Jubilee Head style – the last obverse die at the mint being of that type, and the Veiled Head not introduced until 1893. It remains a mystery why the 1893 Melbourne half sovereigns with the Veiled Head exist, but clearly they do!
It is currently estimated that as few as 5 are known to exist, as well as one verified proof of the original supposedly 24 pieces made. Almost all of the survivors of this issue are well worn, grading fine or even lower. Three of those were recently discovered in the Reserve Bank of Australia and were sold in 2005. Based on present knowledge, this little gold coin appears to be the rarest of all gold coins bearing Australian mintmarks. The presently offered specimen is believed to be the finest known example of this great rarity from the end of Queen Victoria's reign.
Comparing this coin to another major Australian gold rarity, the 1920 sovereign struck at Sydney, it becomes clear that the 1893 Melbourne half sovereign is relatively undervalued. Nine 1920 Sydney sovereigns are known to exist in collectors' hands, the last sale being in the 2013 Baldwin's auction of the Bentley Collection, that coin selling for £780,000. But only about half as many Veiled Head half sovereigns of 1893 minted at Melbourne appear to exist.    This coin was not sold.. Subsequent to this listing, the numbers extant for both coins has increased by 2 or 3 of each.

Comparison of this lot on offer with the photo of Baldwin’s example clearly shows this is a much superior coin and is without doubt the finest known.
